Of 
particular interest for the wider school 
community this week was information about 
an online tutoring program that is being 
undertaken by the Wyndham City Council.

n Wednesday morning Mrs Doherty and I 
spent the morning at Moonee Valley, 

along with other Western Region Principals 
and Maths Coordinators, listening to Rob 
Vingerhoets outline the Big Picture for maths. 
This was a very reaffirming session with most 
of what he said already in place at Werribee 
Primary School. Rob outlined the important 
aspects of a balanced maths program and we 
were able to tick each of these off as being 
implemented here. We will be attending 
several further sessions throughout the 
remainder of the year. Rob will also be 
working with some of our teachers to 
increase their knowledge and repertoire of 
activities for maths lessons. 

n Friday the schoolôs School Wide 
Positive Behaviours for Student 

Engagement and Learning (SWPBSEL) team 
will be attending a further training day. This 
team is developing structures and strategies 
to improve student engagement and positive 
behaviours. Some of the things we have 
implemented to date include: regular rewards 
for children who consistently demonstrate our 
school values; developing programs that 
teach correct behaviours that are conducted 
during lunchtime during detention programs 
(that is, rather than just punish children for 
making mistakes about behaviour we reteach 
the behaviour); we are introducing positive 
behaviour tokens ï children will be given 
these when they are ñcaughtò displaying our 
values and will be able to use the tokens to 
purchase novelty items from Ms Championôs 
office during recess and lunch eating times 
on a Tuesday (Prep-2) and Thursday (Year3-
6). We have been involved in a range of data 
collection and we are seeing some very 
positive results. Well done everyone ï the 
kids for responding and the staff for the 
implementation.  

 reminder re the structure of our school 
day ï at 8:50 am the music and bell goes 

for children to enter their classrooms. They 
have until the next bell at 9:00 am to ready 
themselves for the school day ï this involves 
them in activities such as putting in lunch 
orders; handing in notes, bank books, etc; 
putting their bags away, etc. Children are to 
be in their classrooms during this time ï 
thus it is important to get them to school in 
time for them to prepare themselves for the 
school day. We then break at 11:00 am until 
11:20 am - it is important that the children 
have a substantial snack or ñlittleò lunch for 
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this break as they do not break again until 
1:20 pm ï at which time they have ñbigò lunch 
when they should have a more substantial 
meal. Children are also able to have water on 
their tables during the day and have ñbrainò 
food at 10:00 am. The children eat in their 
rooms until 1:30 pm and then are in the yard 
until 2:10 at which time they go back into their 
classrooms for the final hour of learning 
before ending the school day at 3:10 pm.

You can help by reminding everyone to make regular deposits  

 

Introducing children to riding a bicycle  

In order to ride safely in traff ic a rider needs to be able to manage all the following simultaneously:  

¶ control the bike on road surfaces of varying quality  

¶ deal with obstacles appropriately  

¶ be aware of and predict the traffic movement around them  

¶ understand the road rules that apply both to cyclists and drivers  

¶ make safe, split -second decisions.  

Children do not have the ability and experience to do all of these things simultaneously and consistently 

until age 12 or 13, and, like young drivers, need plenty of supervised practice befor e gaining their 
independence.   To get your child started, follow these tips:  

¶ Right size -  parents should ensure that a childôs first bike is the right size and be 
prepared to change the child to bigger bikes as the child grows.  

¶ Supervise -  when introduci ng a child to riding, parents should be prepared to 

spend a lot of time supervising while the child masters the skills of balancing, 
steering and braking. Choose a flat, open space away from traffic with a surface 
that is suitable for falling on. A helmet should be worn whenever the child rides.  

¶ Give lots of practice -  once the basic skills are mastered, the child should be given 

as many opportunities to ride under supervision as the family can manage. Use 
bike paths. While under the age of 12, children an d adults supervising them can 
legally ride on the footpath ï but remember to give way to pedestrians on 
footpaths and shared footways.  

¶ Be aware of driveways -  parents should demonstrate to children that driveways 

and intersections must be approached with caution. Riding on to the road from a 
driveway is particularly risky for children as parked vehicles can obscure their 
presence from oncoming drivers.  

¶ Donôt ride at night - children should not ride at night. Special equipment (lights, 

visibility vests), a cute traffic awareness and understanding of driver behaviour 
and sophisticated skills are needed.  

¶ Assess skills -  parents need to observe their childôs cycling behaviour when they 

are alone or with one or more friends to assess their readiness for more 
independent cycling.
