This program is generally subsidised by the 
government and the maximum cost is $10 per 
day. A small price to pay to ensure that your 
child is supervised, out of the weather and 
involved in activities with other children.

introduction of the Karen Language as 

our LOTE language. Our Multicultural Ethnic 
Aides (MEAs) Mervyn, Baby and Ter Na are 
delivering lessons in classes introducing the 
children to some basic Karen language and 

teaching them about some of the culture. This 
is a very exciting concept and we are 
following the program with interest.

visiting us from Costa Mesa in California 

USA. Costa Mesa is a sister city of Wyndham 
and each year a group of secondary students 
from Wyndham visit Costa Mesa and a group 
from Costa Mesa visit us. This is a great 
opportunity for these students to experience 
the life and culture of another country and we 
were glad to be part of this program. 

omorrow I will be involved in a meeting 
with all the principals from the Wyndham 

area in the ñBig Day Inò. This is a variation of 
the last three years when every principal in 
the State has attended a ñBig Day Outò in 
Melbourne. This year we are meeting in 
Networks and looking at the book 
ñInstructional Rounds in Educationò. This 
book is being read by every principal in the 
state and looks at a model of school 
improvement. Tomorrow we will be 
discussing the learnings from this book and 
beginning to develop some of the skills 
outlined. I look forward to being able to share 
this approach with my leadership team in the 
coming weeks.
