ear Parents, 
Currently we are collecting a range of 

data on our childrenôs reading and numeracy 
skills. This data is required as part of the 
Federal Governmentôs funding programs. We 
were only notified late last week that this 
information is required by the end of term. We 
normally collect this information at the end of 
October, beginning of November, in 
preparation for our end of year reports and 
thus we are currently reorganising to ensure 
we are able to meet these deadlines. On 
some days this will mean that classes are not 
doing their normal programs ï we trust you 
understand that these changes are 
unavoidable and that we endeavour to keep 
these disruptions to a minimum. 

ork has progressed on the oval ï not as 
continuously as we had hoped ï 

however we are continuing to pursue the 
contractor in an endeavour to have the oval 
ready for Footy Day on 17th September.  

t was great to see parents at our open 
morning ï sharing our literacy and 

numeracy activities. The children loved 
showing mum and dad about what they do at 
school and really enjoyed having you here. 
Thank you to those of you who were able to 
attend. We do understand that many of you 
were unable to attend due to work 
commitments and will look at ways to have 
evening sessions when things are not so 
hectic for teachers. Currently we have 
teachers at professional learning sessions 
almost every evening. 

riday night we had a great time at our 
Auction Trivia Night ï congratulations to 

the winning team ï the Beekôs table. Not only 
did we have a great time but were able to 
raise funds for our school. The night raised 
about $6000 ï this will support the purchase 
of materials for our independent reading and 
classroom library activities. 

e are currently reviewing a range of 
data around childrenôs behaviour ï we 

are very pleased with the drop in the number 
of incidents of inappropriate behaviour. It is 
terrific to walk around the yard at lunch or 
play time and see children actively playing in 
a variety of games. Yesterday at the 
Principalôs meeting data was shared from 
schoolôs across Wyndham in relation to 

student behaviour ï it was very pleasing to 
see that Werribee Primary School is one of 
the better schools in the network in relation to 
student safety (as measured on a couple of 
different indicators) and has some of the least 
behaviour incidents. This is very encouraging 
and a credit to all involved ï the work we are 
doing with the School Wide Positive 
Behaviours Program is helping children 
develop sound strategies to actively problem 
solve and to resolve issues in acceptable 
ways. These are skills that will help children 
become confident, productive and fulfilled 
members of our community.

Introduction of the Victorian Student Number 

Our school is working with the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development to allocate a 
Victorian Student Number (VSN) to each student at the school.  
The VSN is a student identification number that is being assigned to all students in government and non-
government schools, and students in Vocational Education and Training Institutions. The number, which is 
unique to each student, will be used as a key identifier on a studentôs school records, and will remain with 
the student throughout his or her education, until reaching the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, 
randomly assigned, and tied to stable information about the student (name, gender, date of birth).  
The introduction of the Victorian Student Number will provide the capability to accurately detect patterns of 
student movement through, and departure from, the Victorian education and training system. It will greatly 
improve the collection and analysis of timely and accurate data about education in Victoria. The Department 
collects information to track improvements made to the education system, identify areas that require further 
improvement, and to analyse trends and identify future needs. The VSN will improve the accuracy, reliability 
and completeness of this information, providing a better basis for assessing needs and developing policies to 
meet them.  

You will see the VSN appear on student report cards, enrolment confirmations, and exit confirmations.   If

Literacy & Numeracy Week: READING 
Some facts: 

V Student achievement is significantly bolstered by just 20 extra minutes of 

reading every day.  

V Children who interact with books demonstrate more positive attitudes towards 

reading; they spend more time reading, and exhibit higher levels of reading 

achievement. 

Reading With Your Child at Home 
Reading with children is fun and one of the best ways to help prepare them for school.  

Children learn about the value and importance of reading as they watch their family reading and 

writing in everyday life. 

Whether reading a novel, sharing a story, using a recipe, making a shopping list, writing a birthday 

card or reading a street sign, children observe the value of reading and writing. 

What you can do at home:  

1. Be yourself and involve your child in everyday conversations from an early age.  

2. Read aloud to your child. It will help your child to learn the language of books and 

encourages the enjoyment of books and reading.  

3. Talk about books together - make reading a shared, enjoyable activity.  

4. See that there is a range of reading material for your child at home, both fiction and non-

fiction.  

5. Read to your child in your first language - research shows that using your first language will 

help your child when he or she learns to read English.  

6. Try not to let television intrude on reading time - set aside some uninterrupted time to read 

with your child.  

7. Listen to your child read every day, even if only for a short time.  

8. Give books as treats and presents.  

9. Discuss the meanings of stories and words.  

10. Join your local library. Borrow books for yourself as well as your child.  

 

The magic of language:  

One of the keys in learning to read is exposure to literature. Most libraries have guides for 

recommended literature suitable for children of different ages and grades. These may help you 

choose books that will introduce your child to the magic of literary language. 

You may also want to borrow books with audio tapes. This will help your child learn to track the 

words on the page as they are being read. You can teach this skill yourself by pointing to the words 

in a book as you are reading aloud.
