PRINCIPALôS REPORT  

Dear Parents, 
Welcome to the final term of 2009 and welcome to several new families who have arrived at Werribee 
Primary School for the first time ς we trust that your time with us is beneficial both educationally and 
socially. Mrs Tout is on leave at the moment as she is representing Victoria in a hockey tournament in 
Tasmania. We wish her well and hope she succeeds with a medal result in the finals! 
This term will be full of many extra curricula activities. On Friday October 16th we have our school mini-fete 
from 3:10 to 6:00. This will involve many teachers, students and families assisting with as well as attending 
the event. Bike Ed is continuing for the year 3-6 children. The Prep -6 swimming program will commence 
after Melbourne Cup Day and continue through into December. Our school production will be held on the 
28th and 29th of October and the year 3/4 grades will be going on camp. A number of excursions are also 
planned, as is the year 6 Graduation Evening, a 2010 Prep Transition Program and Parent Information 
Session, an Orientation Day for children moving to secondary school in 2010 and we will have our end of 
year family picnic. We certainly have a very busy term ahead!

¶ Chewing gum is banned at school. No students should be entering the school ground with chewing gum 

nor should they be chewing lollies in class.  

¶ Children in classes are encouraged to bring water and fruit to school each day. This is part of the

Werribee PS was successful in our application to participate in the Kodu pilot, which will investigate the 
ǘŜŀŎƘƛƴƎ ŀƴŘ ƭŜŀǊƴƛƴƎ ǇƻǘŜƴǘƛŀƭ ƻŦ aƛŎǊƻǎƻŦǘΩǎ ƴŜǿ Ǿƛǎǳŀƭ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳƳƛƴg software ς Kodu.  This is one of a 
series of pilots funded by the KnowledgeBank: Next Generation (KB:NG) Project. The project is also 
evaluating the impacts of new technologies through an associated research program.  The school receives a 
$2000 grant to support our participation in the project. Miss Stockdale will be overseeing the pilot and has 
attended an induction day (which includes an overview of the project, support and online learning 
tools).The key areas of investigation for this pilot are the impact of the icon based programming tool on: 



¶ student attitudes, engagement and achievement in critical and creative thinking;  

¶ the development of teaching and learning strategies embedding visual programming into the 
curriculum; and  

¶ student and teacher communication and collaboration.  
We are all very excited to be a part of this pilot and look forward to its implementation in the 5/6 
area. 
I wish everyone a very productive and exciting term ahead. With the fete coming up, I would like to 
extend a big thank-you to our school community for their continued support and involvement in such 
activities.
