ongratulations to Phillip Homan who 
participated in the State Schools 

Athletics Championships at Olympic Park on 
Monday. Phillip unfortunately was unable to 
match his personal best; however he 
persevered and tried extremely hard. We are 
proud of his efforts. Well done Phillip. 
Our year 5 and 6 children have been involved 
in an excursion this week that was sponsored 
by Southern Rural Water. This involved the 
children gaining firsthand knowledge about 
how the Werribee Irrigation District water 
recycling program supports our vegetable 
growers and the local zoo. Children visited 
the Werribee Weir, a vegetable farm and the 
Werribee Zoo. They saw how the recycled 
water was used. We thank Southern Rural 
Water for the wonderful opportunity and I am 
sure that every child has learnt something 
new from the day. 

nother example of our connection with 
the wider school community is our project 

with Greening Australia and Werribee Zoo, 
sponsored by the RACV – this project 
involves a group of a group of year 4 and 5 
students working with Mrs Doherty on 
developing a school’s “Action Plan” to 
enhance our school grounds in terms of 
biodiversity conservation. Biodiversity simply 
includes all living things in an ecosystem 
(including plants, animals and fungi), different 
types of ecosystems, and recognises the 
value of genetic differences. Biodiversity also 
includes people. This involves the children 
undertaking an audit of school’s grounds and 
working with staff from Greening Australia 
and Werribee Zoo to develop plans for a 
comprehensive school conservation plan. 

This builds on the work we have already done 
in installing tanks to support our toilet 
systems, recycling and other water saving 
measures. This group of children will then 
take a leadership role in 2010 in supporting 
the rest of the school to understand and 
develop the plan.  

his week we begin the transition program 
for our 2010 preps – it is an exciting time. 

One of the questions I am often asked during 
sessions with parents is how can they best 
support their child’s learning. My response is 
to be interested in their schooling. Research 
has demonstrated that a child of average 
intelligence does far better at school if they 
have an interested parent than a high 
achiever with no interest from home. It is 
important to talk to children – we learn so 
much from conversation. The sharing of 
books from an early age is also a proven way 
of ensuring children have an understanding of 
the vocab, structure and purpose of the 
written language. Being read to is a wonderful 
way to spend some time with your child – 
they will develop a favourite story and yes 
you will get to know it off by heart as you are 
asked to read it time after time – but so will 
your child, and that will be the beginning of 
their formal understanding of the reading 
process. Talking about maths as an everyday 
part of our lives is another way of supporting 
your child’s learning: In the early years, – it 
can be things such as counting the number of 
people who want a drink and then matching 
the same number of glasses to the people – 
the beginning of formal number work. Play 
counting, word or picture finding games, etc 
when travelling – it sure beats answering “Are 
we there yet?”  over and over again. As 
children move through the school it is still vital 
to continue to be interested – ask about what 
they are reading about, studying in Integrated 
Studies, ask them to show you how to do the 
maths they do in school (and explain it to you 
– it will look different to maths as you 
remember school maths). When you can, be 
involved in school activities – this can range 
from helping in the classroom to attending 
functions such as excursions, fetes or 
working bees. Working parents often feel they 
cannot be involved – however by ensuring 
that you show an interest in all that comes 
home from school, reading and discussing 
items in the school newsletter, supporting 
your child with their homework, continuing to 
read to them or discussing what they are 
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reading, ensuring you know what they are 
using the computer for – will ensure they feel 
you value education. You might also be able 
to attend evening functions and/or working 
bees. 

ullying continues to be a concern for us 
all – whether it is in the wider community, 

workplace or school. We all need strategies 
to be able to cope if we are subject to any 
bullying. We conduct Anti Bullying programs 
at school and investigate and action all 
reported bullying. We work with both bullies 
and victims to change behaviour, with the 
bully to stop future bullying and with the 
victim to build their resilience and strategies 

to support them in any future situations.
