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PRINCIPAL6S REPORT

ear parents,

A huge thank you to everyone who
helped us with the fete on Friday — what a
great time this was. Lots of people not only
enjoying themselves but spending money to
help the school. We have not finalised all
outstanding commitments but have raised in
excess of $7000 — a great effort. This money
will continue to develop the resources and
equipment of the school - such as
improvements in our library, playground and
books for our classroom libraries.

n Tuesday we hosted the Regional

Director of Education, Katherine
Henderson. She began her visit looking at
and being impressed with our school data
and then visited our classrooms. Katherine
visited Prep K, 1/2E, 3/4 Invincibles, a
debriefing session with the 5/6 staff following
a coaching session, an ICT class and the
numeracy intervention class. She was very
impressed with all she saw and continually
congratulated us on our data and the
teaching and learning that she saw
happening. This was just a normal day at
Werribee Primary — and something that we
expect to see everyday — and Katherine was
impressed — well done everyone!
Yesterday | spent the day with the

principals of schools in Wyndham — part
of this day was the sharing of data. | am
extremely pleased to say that we are
improving along with the best in Wyndham.
Werribee  Primary is showing great
improvement in data both academic and
socially. We are closing the gap between us
and other schools in the state. Our data has
improved in all areas better than the state
average. The other exciting fact about our
data is that our high achieving children are
also improving and that our underachievers
are getting closer to the average. This is a
wonderful achievement and we are now
setting ourselves the challenge to continue
this improvement and to go ahead of
everyone. This improvement is a reflection of
the commitment by our staff to do the best for
all — the hours of hard work preparing and
teaching our children is paying off. The staff
need to be commended on their approach to
improving their own learning and continually
striving to do better to produce better
outcomes for our children.

have also been informed this week that we
will receive additional funding in 2010 to
support the improvement, at this stage | have
not been informed as to how much this will
be, but we do know that it will be significant
enough to allow us to continue to provide
ongoing support to assist teachers improve
their capacity to deliver continually improving
teaching and learning opportunities for our
staff. We will be closely monitored on how we
spend the money and will have to prove that
it is spent on improving student learning
outcomes.
In addition to providing programs pitched at
reducing the number of children
underachieving we are also focussing on
improving all students. It is pleasing to see
the growth of some of our high achievers
through programs such as Gateways. It is
also pleasing to see how our classroom
teachers are structuring their lessons to
ensure that all children are able to achieve
and improve. A number of such programs are
happening across the school, one of these
being the literacy workshops the 5/6 children
are involved in on a Friday morning. The
children are working in a range of workshops
geared at extending the children’s literacy
skills through book studies. In the 3/4 classes
— the open ended tasks have seen some
outstanding results in children being able to
transfer their learning by creating learning
situations for their classmates. There are lots
more examples but time does not permit me
to detail them today.
Our year 5/6 children have begun an
exciting pilot program this week in ITC —
the Kodu program (as outlined in the
newsletter in week 1 of this term) - the
children are using gaming consoles with the
computers and are going to develop a game
of their own. This initiative is in conjunction
with Microsoft and aims at building children’s
thinking skills and numeracy and literacy
skills. | was very impressed with the
engagement of the children when | visited
them the other day.
